MINUTES
The minutes of 5th May 2011 and the minutes of 15th May 2011 were proposed seconded and agreed.
AGENDA
The Business Convener advised Presbytery that the Agenda was as printed with seven extra items of correspondence.
RETIREMENT OF THE REV ALISTAIR JESSAMINE
Having served over forty years in Parish Ministry in the service of the Church of Scotland the Rev Alistair Jessamine had indicated his desire to retire from his post as Minister of Dunfermline Abbey. The Abbey Church was represented and having welcomed members of the congregation to Presbytery the Moderator invited the Session Clerk Mr Angus Hogg to speak.
Mr Hogg spoke warmly of Mr Jessamine’s ministry and paid tribute for his wise leadership during his time in the Abbey.
Mr Jessamine replied and in his usual humorous style assured the Presbytery that the day of his retirement would be “a day of joy and wonder”. He commented that he had striven to be a good Parish Minister but could not claim to be a good Presbyter, although he had served as Convener of Education and as Moderator of Presbytery, and had also sought always to indulge his passion for truth and justice. H e admitted that his time in Presbytery had provided friendship and jovial company and he thanked Mr Duncan Pollock for his after Presbytery hospitality!
The Moderator wished Alistair and his wife a long and happy retirement and the Clerk shared with Presbytery that Alistair must hold the record for the number of refusals to requests for service given in the name of Presbytery, but since it was always done with such grace he had to be forgiven!
