MINUTES

The minutes of 7th October 2010 were proposed seconded and agreed.
AGENDA
The Business Convener advised Presbytery that the agenda was as printed with one extra report and 13 items of correspondence.

CHILDREN’S AND YOUTH ASSEMBLY DELEGATES
The delegates to the recent assembly were introduced by the Convener of the Parish Education Committee, Miss Pat Monro DCS., and they were invited to address Presbytery.

Natasha Scotland gave a report on the recent Children’s Assembly held at Iona, and the Youth Delegates (five in number) gave a very full and detailed report on the Youth Assembly held at Stirling University.

The Moderator thanked them on behalf of Presbytery.

BUSINESS COMMITTEE
Presbytery called for the report of the Committee which was given by the Convener the Rev Norman Grant.
