MINUTES

The minutes of December 3rd 2009, with the minutes of January 6th and January 28th 2010 were proposed seconded and agreed.

WELCOME

The Moderator welcomed the Rev Andrew Morrice and the Rev Rosemary Smith to their first full meeting of Presbytery since their respective inductions.

CONGRATULATIONS

On behalf of Presbytery congratulations and good wishes were extended to the Moderator on his appointment as Principal Clerk elect and to the Very Rev Andrew McLellan on his appointment as Convener of the Assembly World Mission Committee. Presbytery marked these appointments with the presentation of small gifts.

THE AGENDA
The agenda was as printed with the withdrawal of two reports and the addition of 7 items of correspondence.

Retiral of Rev Elizabeth S. S. Kenny from Parish Ministry

There appeared on behalf of the Congregation of Carnock and Oakley some 17 members and Presbytery was advised that if it wished Mr Andrew Croxford, Session Clerk would speak. Presbytery invited Mr Croxford to 

speak.

He spoke warmly of Miss Kenny’s 21 year ministry and of the relationship between Miss Kenny and the congregation, commenting on the fact that although she was retiring from Parish Ministry she would not be retiring as Clerk to the Presbytery and committing her to the care of her fellow Presbyters.
