MINUTES

The minutes of November 4th 2010 and December 9th 2010 were proposed seconded and agreed as being a correct minute.

AGENDA

The Business Convener the Rev Norman Grant intimated that the agenda was as printed with three extra items of correspondence.
WELCOME

The Moderator welcomed the Rev Maggie Roderick to her first Presbytery meeting since her Ordination and Induction to Carnock and Oakley Parish Church, and welcomed the Rev David Adams back from sick leave.

TRIBUTE TO THE LATE REV JOHN SCOTT
The Rev Donald McCorkindale Parish Minister of Dalgety spoke warmly of the life and ministry of the Rev John Scott. Born a twin John began to reflect upon his life after the death of his parents and as a result committed his life to Parish Ministry. He was Ordained to the Ministry of Word and Sacrament in 1969 in Paisley Abbey, was called to a charge in the Presbytery of Stirling before being called to Aberdour in 1975. John loved the church and was ably supported in his ministry by his wife Cath. The sympathies of Presbytery were extended to his wife and to his family.

Presbytery received the report and thanked Mrs Leppard for her work over the last year.

INTIMATIONS

The Rev John Chalmers intimated to Presbytery that on Sunday the 22nd May 2011the Church would be holding “The Rolling Stone Event” The idea being to celebrate the life of the Church of Scotland. The organisers hope that many congregations will cancel their Sunday morning worship and join in with the General Assembly Rolling Stone service.

USE OF POWERS.

The Clerk advised Presbytery that she had used powers on one occasion only and that was to deal with a request from the Rev M. Roderick. Mrs Roderick had been approached by the Scottish Branch of the Trading Standards Institute, of which she was a member, to invite her to be their Chaplain.
