REASON FOR MEETING

Due notice having been given the Presbytery met to Ordain and Induct the
Rev Margaret Rose Roderick as Minister of Word and sacrament to the
pastoral charge of Carnock and Oakley Parish Church.

Given the unusual circumstances of having had to cancel the December
meeting of Presbytery due to adverse weather conditions Presbytery agreed
to take on item of business. A request had been given by the Presbytery of St
Andrews that once again the three Presbyteries in Fife should hold talks with
a view to becoming one Presbytery. Presbytery was advised that the
Business Committee had fully discussed the request, and were of the opinion
that since the vote against such a move had taken place so recently and had
been overwhelming that now was not the time to re-open discussions. Those
present concurred with the Business Committee’s advice and the Clerk was
instructed to transmit the decision of Presbytery to the Clerks of the
Presbyteries of St Andrews and Kirkcaldy.

No objections having been received regarding the life or doctrine of Mrs
Roderick Presbytery duly proceeded into the sanctuary where worship was
conducted by the Moderator, the sermon preached by the Rev Donald
McCorkindale, and Mrs Roderick was Ordained and Inducted to the Charge.

Following the service the Moderator thanked those taking part in the service,
and instructed the Clerk to notify the Ministries Council of Mrs Roderick’s
induction. The Clerk thanked the Moderator for his gracious leading of
worship and intimated that whilst the Rev Dr Iain Thom could be released
form his duties as Interim Moderator that never the less arrangements had
been made for him to mentor Mrs Roderick I the first five years of her
ministry.
