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At Andrew’s Erskine Church, Dunfermline on the

4th day of March 2010 at which place and day the Presbytery
of Dunfermline met and was constituted with prayer.
SEDERUNT AND APOLOGIES
Due to the Moderator being unavoidably delayed the Rev Norman Grant constituted the Presbytery, there being present the Rev Elizabeth S. S. Kenny, Clerk and others, Ministers, Deacons and Elders present, with apologies as in the sederunt book.
The Moderator the Rev John Chalmers arrived during the devotions after which he occupied the chair.
MINUTES
The minutes of the 4th February 2010 were proposed seconded and agreed.

AGENDA
The Business Convener advised Presbytery that the agenda was as printed with 3 extra items of correspondence.

Ms JESSIE BRUCE – PARISH DEVELOPMENT FUND
The Moderator welcomed Ms Bruce who had been invited to address Presbytery concerning the above fund. Ms Bruce gave an interesting insight into monies available and advised Presbytery that pilot grants of up to £5,000 were available, and that so far the fund had given out 5 such grants. She assured Presbyters that monies were available and that likely top up amounts could be in the region of £30,000.
The Moderator thanked Ms Bruce for her willingness to address Presbytery.

MISS NATASHA SCOTLAND
The Moderator invited Natasha to address Presbytery on her recent visit to Malawi, during which she had been one of a party of young people representing the Church of Scotland. Natasha gave a lively and interesting talk on both the journey and the experience of her visit, and thanked Presbytery for its support of her.
Presbytery showed its appreciation of her address.

YOUTH AND CHILDREN’S SUPPORT WORKER REPORT
Presbytery called for the annual report of the Youth and Children’s Worker Mrs Barbara Leppard which was contained in writing in the billet.  Mrs Leppard presented her report, and The Moderator thanked her for all her work. As a corresponding member of Presbytery Mrs Leppard asked that the Clerk move that her report be accepted.
The Clerk so moved and Presbytery received the report.

FUNDING FOR MINISTRIES WITHIN THE CHURCH OF SCOTLAND
Since no representative had been present at the recent important conference concerning this issue, Presbytery invited the Moderator the Rev John Chalmers to report on the state of funding for Ministries within the Church. Mr Chalmers presented a stark picture and advised Presbytery that a balanced budget had to be found before the Church ran out of its reserves.
Presbytery received the report.

BUSINESS COMMITTEE
Presbytery called for the report of the business committee which was given by the Convener the Rev Norman Grant.
In his report the Convener drew attention to the fact that Mr Duncan Pollock had been playing the piano for presbytery praise for over 33 years and now wished to stand down. The Moderator acknowledged the debt of gratitude that Presbytery owed to Mr Pollock and thanked him on Presbytery’s behalf.
DELIVERANCE

2. Ask for volunteers for the post of Presbytery pianist.

3. Remind Conveners of the meeting on 12th May to discuss 2010/11 committee membership.

5. Approve the Presbytery Accounts for 2009.

6. Approve the budget for 2010.
7. Due to the resignation of the current Treasurer approve the appointment of Mr Stewart Laird to serve for treasurer pro tem for a period of three months until a permanent appointment might be made.
During discussion concerning the levy the Rev David Redmayne moved that the per capita levy be increased to £2.20. The motion was seconded but on being put to the vote it fell. 
After discussion, the deliverance as a whole was proposed seconded and agreed.
GENERAL ASSEMBLY
The Clerk indicated to Presbytery that she had been advised that the Minister of Aberdour could not be present at the General Assembly, and that she had asked the charge of Townhill and Kingseat if they would be willing to change places on the rota with Aberdour. They had indicated a willingness to do so. The Rev Rosemary Smith further advised Presbytery that their Elder Mrs K. Pringle could not represent the charge and asked that Mr Harry Parker be commissioned to replace her. It was further requested that Ms Pat Munro DCS be allowed to replace the commission of Mr Mark Evans DCS.
Presbytery noted the changes and agreed to the requests.
VACANCY PROCEEDURE COMMITTEE FOR SALINE & BLAIRINGONE
Presbytery called for the report which was given by the Rev. Norman Grant.
Mr Grant advised Presbytery that the vacancy had been sisted under the Presbytery Plan and that arrangements had been made for Parish Mission representatives to visit the congregation.
Presbytery noted both the appointment and the proposed visit.

VACANCY PROCEEDURE COMMITTEE FOR CARNOCK & OAKLEY.
Presbytery called for the report which was given by Mr John Belford. He asked Presbytery to note the following changes.
1. Due to the illness of the Rev Dr Allison that he would be acting as Convener.
2. Due to the appointment of the Rev Dr Iain Greenshields as Moderator Elect, the Rev Dr Ian Thom would take over as Interim Moderator at Carnock and Oakley from the beginning of May.
Presbytery noted the changes.
PARISH MISSION.
Presbytery called for the report of the committee which was given by the Rev David Redmayne, Convener.
Deliverance 

That Presbytery -

1. Receive the report

2. Notes the Prayer Co-ordinator’s report and commends Mr Frank Moyes for his work.

3. Encourages Presbyters to promote the “Practical Praying” event on 24 April in their congregations

4. Notes the Mission Development Officer’s report and commends him for his work.

The deliverance as whole was proposed seconded and agreed.

Presbytery called for the report of the committee which was given by the Convener the Rev Donald McCorkindale.
