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At St Margaret’s Church , Dunfermline on the 6th day of May 2010 at which place and day the Presbytery of Dunfermline
met and was constituted with prayer.

SEDERUNT AND APOLOGIES
The Moderator the Rev John Chalmers, the Rev Elizabeth S. S. Kenny, Clerk and others, Ministers, Deacons and Elders present, with apologies as in the sederunt book.

MINUTES

The Clerk advised Presbytery that on page 289 second bottom line, figures should read £2.40. so with that amendment the Minutes of 4th March 2010, were proposed seconded and agreed. The Clerk advised Presbytery that the minute of 29th 2010 April was available but had not been circulated. It was agreed that the minute be read, after which it was proposed seconded and agreed that the minute be accepted.

INSTALLATION OF NEW MODERATOR
The Rev John Chalmers asked Presbytery if they wished to proceed to the installation of the Moderator Elect and with the agreement of Presbytery the Clerk was instructed to fetch the Rev Iain Greenshields Moderator Elect. Mr Chalmers thanked Presbytery for the privilege of serving as Moderator and spoke warmly of his year of service, and with prayer and the passing on of the scarf he inducted Mr Greenshields to the office of Moderator of Presbytery for the coming year. Mr Greenshields congratulated Mr Chalmers on his year of office and thereafter took the chair

AGENDA

The Business Convener advised Presbytery that the agenda was as printed with the addition of a report from the Clerk and three extra items of correspondence.

ORDER OF THE DAY 1
The Moderator called for the first order of the day and invited the Rev David Redmayne to introduce the Rev David Currie who addressed Presbytery on New Ways of Being Church. Mr Currie gave a very interesting and encouraging address asking whether we were capable of “moving towards a mixed economy church” where it appears and did we have the willingness to accept it.  He emphasised that monies were available for missional experimental expressions of church.
The Moderator thanked him for giving of his time to address Presbytery.

ORDER OF THE DAY 2
Presbytery called for the Presentation of Readers and those present were introduced by the Convener of Presbyter’s Ministries committee Miss Morag Crawford DCS.

Three readers were present, Messers David Blane Ian Mitchell and Bill Adams. They were thanked for their work and for the special way in which they used their time and their talents for the work of the church.

ADMISSION TO PRESBYTERY
The Rev Victor Laidlaw formerly Minister of St Catherine’s Argyle for some 34 years and now resident in Dunfermline had requested membership of Presbytery. Presbytery having agreed to the request Mr Laidlaw was asked if he adhered to the vows he had responded to at his ordination. In answering in the affirmative, he was by prayer and the right hand of fellowship admitted as a member of Presbytery.
FORTY YEARS ANIVERSARY SINCE ORDINATION

The Moderator intimated to Presbytery that the Very Rev Dr Andrew McLellan had celebrated his 40th anniversary since ordination on the 3rd May.  In response Mr McLellan intimated that he had been a member of four Presbyteries and was enjoying his membership of the Presbytery of Dunfermline.

3. Receive MDO Allan Vint’s report on the 2010 church census and note his findings, expressing thanks that every congregation took part.   

4. Agree to Saline and Blairingone Church of Scotland seeking to call a minister on a 50 percent ministry basis, to be reviewed after 5 years, and instructs the Clerk to seek the approval of the Planning Task Group to this amendment to the Presbytery Plan in order that the vacancy process may proceed. 
5. Agree that, with immediate effect, all posts in Presbytery supported by the Ministries Council, which become vacant, be reviewed by the Committee and approved by Presbytery before measures are taken to fill them.  This measure to remain in effect until a full review and revision of the Presbytery Plan has been completed, to take account of any required reduction in ministries agreed by the forthcoming General Assembly.

After discussion the Convener agreed to accept an addendum to part 4 of the deliverance to read after proceed –“ on the understanding that should the said vacancy be prolonged beyond one year that Presbytery would revisit the situation.”
There for part 4 of the deliverance reads 
4. Agree to Saline and Blairingone Church of Scotland seeking to call a minister on a 50 percent ministry basis, to be reviewed after 5 years, and instructs the Clerk to seek the approval of the Planning Task Group to this amendment to the Presbytery Plan in order that the vacancy process may proceed, on the understanding that should the said vacancy be prolonged beyond one year that Presbytery would revisit the situation.

With that change the deliverance as a whole was proposed seconded and agreed.

PROPERTIES AND GLEBES
Presbytery called for the report of the Properties and Glebes Committee which was given by the Convener Mr Stuart McPherson.

Deliverance

That Presbytery

1. Receive the report.

2. Support the congregation of Culross and Torryburn in the conversion of the manse garage, on the basis that the garage conversion is used for meeting space only, and during the next five years the congregation commit to provide a more permanent meeting space within the Abbey thus allowing the garage to be reinstated.  An annual progress report should be made to Presbytery.

3. Approve the request from Rosyth Parish Church to go ahead and obtain detailed estimates for a new heating and lighting system and support them in their application for grants.

4. Note the intention of Carnock and Oakley Congregation to upgrade the kitchen in the Manse and complete decorative work, after which the manse will be re-inspected prior to the induction of a new Minister.

The Rev Jayne Scott opposed part 2 of the deliverance on the grounds that it would be difficult to provide a permanent meeting place within the Abbey which was an A listed building protected by Historic Scotland. The fabric convener expressed concern that the next minister might wish a garage.
No motion was offered but after a great deal of discussion the Convener agreed to delete all of the second part of the 2nd deliverance that followed after “only”, and in its place add “ that the work be carried out in such a way as to permit ready restoration to its original function”.

There for the 2nd part of the deliverance was amended to read, “ Support the Congregation of Culross and Torryburn in the conversion of the manse garage, on the basis that the garage conversion is used for meeting space only, and that the work be carried out in such a way as to permit ready restoration to its original purpose.
Comment was made during discussion that the Manse at Carnock was subject to parking problems due to the fact that it had a shared drive. The difficulties were noted.
With the amendment to part 2, the deliverance as a whole was proposed seconded and agreed.

STEWARDSHIP AND FINANCE
Presbytery called for the report of the committee which was given by the Convener Mrs Fay Buchan

That Presbyter

1. Receive the report.

2. Agrees to give Culross and Torryburn relief of £7,500 from their M&M contribution and to inform the Treasurer’s Department.

3. Agrees to give Inverkeithing relief of £2,500 from their M&M contribution.
4. Agrees to give St. Leonard’s relief of £2,500 from their M&M contribution. 

5. Agrees to give St. Margaret’s relief of £1,000 from their M&M contribution. 

6. Agrees to give Carnock and Oakley relief of £2,500 from their M&M contribution. 
7. Instructs the Clerk to send an extract minute to the General Treasurer.
8. Concurs with the decision of the Congregational Board of Townhill and Kingseat on 16th February 2010 to a transfer of £20,000 from the Consolidated Fabric Fund into the Consolidated Stipend Fund.

9. Recommends that all congregations within its bounds seriously consider seeking advice regarding a Stewardship Campaign from the Department of Stewardship and Finance.

The deliverance as a whole was proposed seconded and agreed.
ACCOUNTS INSPECTION COMMITTEE
Mrs Buchan reminded Presbytery that along with herself the following people i.e. Iain Greenshields, Ella Coates, Duncan Pollock, Stewart Laird along with Andrew Croxford had been appointed as the Accounts Inspection Committee and asked that the Rev Elizabeth Fisk also be appointed.
Presbytery agreed.

SPECIAL COMMISSION REPORT DISCUSSION
Presbytery called for the report on the discussion on the same sex partnerships with regard to the Ministry of the church, the Moderator reminding Presbytery that it had been decided that it should be taken in private to be kept as a minute apart. The report was given by the Clerk who was congratulated on the content given the sensitive nature of the subject.
