At St Margaret’s Church on Thursday 5th
May 2011, at which place and day the Presbytery

of Dunfermline met and was constituted with prayer.

SEDERUNT AND APOLOGIES
The Moderator the Rev Dr Iain Greenshields, the Clerk The Rev Elizabeth S. S. Kenny and others. Ministers, Deacons, Elders present as in the Sederunt Book.

MINUTES
The minutes of April 7th were produced for adoption but as page 447 was reached the Clerk advised the Moderator that in her absence Presbytery had inadvertently acted in a manner contrary to Section 8 of Act 11 1984 in not allowing the representative Elders of St Leonard’s congregation the opportunity of being heard when the Quinquennial report on the congregation was being discussed, and on behalf of Presbytery she apologised to Mr Gordon Hamilton and Mr Graham Robertson for being denied their right. The Moderator also apologised to them and when the minutes had been proposed seconded and agreed Mr Hamilton and Mr Robertson were invited to address Presbytery which they did.
AGENDA

The Business Convener the Rev Norman Grant advised that the agenda was as printed with three extra items of correspondence, and an opportunity to take our farewell of the Rev David Adams.

INSTALLATION OF THE MODERATOR
The Rev Dr Greenshields intimated that Mr John Belford had been chosen as Moderator elect and asked Presbytery if it was willing to receive Mr Belford. With the assent being given the Clerk was instructed to bring in Mr Belford. Dr Greenshields spoke of his year as Moderator and thanked Presbytery for the privilege. He then gave the scarf of office to Mr Belford and inducted him to the office of Moderator with prayer. Mr Belford spoke warmly of Dr Greenshields year in office and of the gracious way in which he had conducted business. A number of members of the congregation  of Inverkeithing were present in support of Mr Belford and following his induction they were given the opportunity to leave
RETIREMENT OF THE REV DAVID ADAMS
The Congregation was represented by some fifteen members and Presbytery was advised that if invited the Session Clerk of Cowdenbeath Trinity, Mr Mitch Drysdale was present and would speak Presbytery indicated their willingness to allow Mr Drysdale to address the court and he spoke warmly of Mr Adam’s ministry. During which they had moved from being a linkage to a union and much of the responsibility for the smooth transition was due to Mr Adams hard work. The same might not have been true of his work as Chaplain to Cowdenbeath Football Club who could not be held to have been so successful! 

In replying Mr Adams paid tribute to the way in which Presbytery had changed during his tenure in Cowdenbeath, becoming a much more relaxed and welcoming place and he also paid tribute to the congregation of Cowdenbeath Trinity who had untied under his ministry and who had laughed and cried and prayed with him.
The Moderator thanked Mr Adams for his service and wished him well in his retirement.
