The Clerk advised Presbytery that whilst the minutes of the inductions of the Rev Kenneth Donald, the Rev Jayne Scott and the Rev Ian Sutherland contained on pages 322, 346 and 347 had been agreed and approved there appeared to be no record of that action and the Clerk asked Presbytery to agree to record accordingly.

Presbytery Agreed 
The Minutes of 25th June 2009, the 12th July 2009 and the 20th August 2009 were agreed subject to the following amendments. 
Page 347 where referring to “Stewart McPherson”, should read the Rev Stewart McPherson.

Page 350 where referring to the intention of the Rev Elizabeth S. S. Kenny to retire on February 17th 2010 there should have been inserted the following; “Presbytery was asked to note that the Vacancy Procedure Committee for Carnock and Oakley to comprise of the following, The Rev Dr Ann Allison, as Convener along with the Rev Isabel Whyte The Rev Peter Gerbrandy Baird, Mr John Belford and Miss Carolyn Simpson.

TRIBUTE TO THE LATE MISS MAUREEN GROSSETT
With Presbytery upstanding, the Rev Lee Messeder paid tribute to Miss Grosset, who for many years had been Presbytery Elder for Kelty and who had carried out her duties with faithfulness and with quiet caring. 
REV JOSHUA NYANGULU

The Moderator welcomed Mr Nyangulu and representatives from the Livingstone Synod in Malawi and he was duly invited to address Presbytery. He brought the greetings of the Synod to Presbytery and was asked to take the greetings of Dunfermline Presbytery back to our sister church in Malawi.
USE OF EXECUTIVE POWERS

The Clerk reported in the following terms.

In conjunction with the Convener of Properties and Glebes I used powers to allow the Abbey Church to continue the phase of upgrading the Abbey Halls. Permission had already been given in principle for the works including redecoration etc and so permission to continue was given.

Permission was given again in conjunction with the Convenor of Properties and Glebes for permission for work on a disabled toilet and upgrading of existing toilets at Saline.

Permission was given for Limekilns church to begin the process of seeking financial help from Scottish Heritage and from the Lottery Fund for help with repairs to their roof.

Permission was given to Carnock and Oakley to have combined services for two Sundays to enable the sanctuary at Carnock to be redecorated. Sadly there was an incident, caused by one of the painters leaving a dust sheet over a radiator, which has resulted in a fire causing damage to the back of the church causing damage to the rear wall and floor area of the chancel area. In the process of repair it has been discovered that there is a degree of dry rot. So at present and until further notice the congregation of Carnock and Oakley is worshipping in Oakley.
