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Cowdenbeath Trinity is part of the Church of Scotland 
and was formed in October 1998 when the Cairns, 
West, Hill of Beath and Crossgates  Churches all 
united to form one parish. 
It was decided that two places of worship should be 
kept, the Church at Sinclair Drive Cowdenbeath and 
the Church at Crossgates. Subsequently both the 
Cairns and Hill of Beath Churches have been sold. 
The Congregations have come together with the  
intention of developing a church involved with and seen 
to be part of the community.   
 
Our aim is to build a Church that is community based, 
that serves the community in all its varied forms. A 
Church that through its community outreach  aims to 
meet the needs of the community it seeks to serve in 
the name of Jesus Christ. 
 
The Church continues to develop links with the youth 
organisations in the town through the 46th Scout Group 
in Cowdenbeath and the 2nd Rainbows in Crossgates 
which are affiliated to the Church. 
Together with links to the local High School and the 
three Primary Schools in the area this gives the Church 
a connection to the youth of the day. 
A seed planted in Trinity grew into ñThe Initiativeò  
charity.  Working with Cowdenbeath North and Kelty 
Churches resulted in youth work being carried out in 
the area. 
 
Worship group members also lead monthly services at 
Craigie House, Crossgates, and at Abbotsford House, 
Cowdenbeath . Along with its pastoral care group, and 
the distribution of flowers each Sunday, the Church 
demonstrates its concern for the elderly, sick and  
bereaved of the parish. 
 
Presently we have a Parish Assistant to help the  
Minister while the Congregation employs and self funds 
a part-time Family and Childrenôs worker. 
 
Our first Ministry as a united congregation could be  
described as being the mortar that cemented the union 
of the three Churches - we seek a Minister who will 
build upon that successful union in prayer, worship and  
outreach. 



Praise and Worship 
 
 

Anyone attending worship will find a warm welcome at 
either the modern building in Cowdenbeath or the  
traditional building in Crossgates. 
We hold Sunday services in both buildings.   
Crossgates takes place at 9.45 am and Sinclair Drive 
at 11.15am.  Throughout the year there are occasions 
when a joint service will be held at one of the churches 
at 11.15am.  A worship rota enables members of the 
congregation to assist in the services through the  
reading of scriptures, preparation and reading of 
Prayers for Others and the Childrenôs Talk. 
 
Worship is strong and meaningful, the hymns being 
chosen mainly from Mission Praise.  Our small Sunday 
school is present at the start of each service and then 
go on to have their own time of learning and worship in 
the church hall. 
 
The church is involved ecumenically with others during 
Holy Week.  Each church takes one of the services, 
which are held in the evening.  In the afternoon of 
Easter Sunday there is a short service held in  
Crossgates Garden of Peace. 
 
On Remembrance Day there are services held at the 
Church and at the  War Memorials in Mossgreen, 
Crossgates and Hill of Beath.  A  representative        
attends the parade held in Cowdenbeath.  Wreaths on 
behalf of the Congregation are laid at each of these 
services. 
 
At Christmas we hold a Watchnight   service and a   
service on Christmas Day, with informal communion;

A team of people  
underwent training and now serve the congregation in 
this valuable work.  The sustaining of this work is  
ongoing, continually seeking volunteers to maintain this  
Ministry.

An Order of Service and Intimation sheet is 
prepared for each Sunday,  and is available 
for  members and others, while the quarterly magazine, 
NewsLinks, is distributed free of charge to all members, 
by elders, and brings news both spiritual and temporal 
to all.

Mission 
 

At home, the congregation joins with Beath 
and Cowdenbeath North Church of Scotland, 

in reaching out to the wider Cowdenbeath 
community. It also funds an annual

Blytheswood and funds are raised in response 
to various appeals. 
 

In 2003 the congregations of Cowdenbeath: 
Trinity Church and Paulin Memorial  
Presbyterian Church in Ontario Canada   
entered into a twinning arrangement.  
This was launched on Sunday 15th February 
2004 to coincide with the Paulin Churches 
50th Anniversary celebration, with messages 
being read out in each Church. 
Contact is maintained through e-mail and  
several pen pal arrangements have been set 
up among various members of the  
Congregation. 
 
 
In 2003 several church members had the 
unique opportunity of visiting the Czech  
Republic to share our faith with members of 
the Evangelical Church of The Czech  
Brethren.  This was followed by a return visit 
to Scotland  by members of several churches 
of The Czech Brethren in 2005.
