From the 2001 Census we see that 15% of the population is retired.
This is likely to have grown over the last nine years. Another 22% are
economically inactive for a variety of reasons. 56% of the population A ChurCh for a” Seasons
work either full or part time or are self employed. The unemployment

rate in 2001 was 5.8%. It is likely that the un-employment rate has risen over the last 9 years and as a
conseguence the percentage of the population working will have fallen.

The age profile of the village is as follows: 0 to 15 years comprise 19.4% of population;
16 to 29 years comprisel8.9% of population; 30 to 59 years comprise 38.4% of population;
60 and over comprise 23.3% of population.

Kelty has a strong community spirit with over 52 local voluntary organisations active within
the village. All age groups and interests are catered for - for example, Karate Club,

Ladies Circle, Heritage Group, Lunch Club (catering for elderly folks with differing health
problems), dominoes, whist, Mothers and Toddlers group, Kelty Musical Association,

Kelty Hearts Junior Football Club, Children's Gala, Kelty and Blairadam Pipe Band (which
has recently been restarted) to name but a few.

We have an active community council in the village, a Trust Development Group, a Social
and Economic Forum and a Credit Union, all supporting the people and the developments
in Kelty.

There are many beautiful natural areas around Kelty which are currently being enhanced by
a landscaping scheme at the motorway junction that will eventually create a 655 acre park
designed by Charles Jencks. Cycle and bridle paths are also being developed leading to
Lochore Meadows Country Park, which is within easy walking distance of the village.
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and Kelty Primary School. Beath High School is situated in nearby Cowdenbeath and the minister of Kelty Church

is chaplain to the Nursery, Kelty Primary School and shares the chaplaincy of Beath High School.

Clentry Nursery is to be expanded to include a family centre that will offer support and parenting skills courses to
young families in the area.

All'in all, Kelty is a thriving community with an active church. Do you think God may be calling you here?
